Report From Th e Board of Selectmen  

Chairman Jason A. Cole  

 

To the Citizens of Lebanon: 
 

It has been a great year in Lebanon with many great things accomplished. The new community 
partnership with the school for the Martha Sawyer Community Library became a reality with the opening of 
the new library earlier this year. The community has also held many events to keep the small town appeal 
of Lebanon and the theme Neighbors Helping Neighbors. From the Community Festival sponsored by the 
Rescue Department, to the benefit suppers to help neighbors in need, the community has come together 
amazingly! 
 

For the past two years, the Selectmen have worked very hard to reduce the tax rate. Even with the 
increases in the school budgets and decreases in State revenue sharing and revenues, we have made 
enough cuts to control spending while continuing to offer the services residents need. Unfortunately that 
meant laying off our former Tax Collector, Jane Gerrish, and merging positions. But the Selectmen made 
this tough decision knowing that the residents just couldnôt afford more taxes. More than 95% of citizens 
who returned surveys stated they agreed with the cuts and that they have not noticed a change in services 
when visiting the town hall. We have also reduced hours for other positions over the past few years and 
one part time position was eliminated. These tough decisions were done because we understand people 
are struggling with finances. 
 

The Selectmen worked very hard on the budgets you are about to vote on. If the voters again follow the 
recommendation of the Selectmen, then you will most likely see no tax increase for the municipal portion 
of the tax bill. If you vote in accordance to the budget committee, you are most likely going to see an 
increase in your taxes, as they supported some items the Selectmen did not. This year we also published 
all of the proposed budgets on-line before the process began and put a copy at the Town Hall for residents 
to view. We have always tried to increase transparency in the government and are very thankful for all the 
very positive feedback we received from the residents on the budget changes.  
 

If you look at the General Government budget for 2008-2009, it was $418,450.00. The current yearôs 
budget is $271,600, which is a reduction of $146,850 or about 36% decrease then just a couple years ago. 
Yes cutting positions was hard, but the Selectmen stood up and made the hard decisions. We have 
continued to find ways to save money, like saving over $45,000 for the upcoming Transfer Station budget 
by renegotiating contracts and trying new recycling programs. We have worked very hard year round to 
cut any excess in all budgets and operate as lean as possible. 
 

On behalf of the entire Board of Selectmen, we would like to give our heartfelt thanks to all the town 
employees and volunteers who continue to unselfishly give up their time to help improve our community.

Community Education 
We offer many community programs such as community CPR, first aid and injury prevention. In 
2010, the volunteers taught over 20 classes to the community throughout the year, reaching 
about 600 residents. Since 2002, we have taught over 750 people CPR/AED/First Aid through 
our several instructors, who do it all for free.  
 

The volunteers go into the schools throughout the year and teach several safety sessions, like 
bicycle safety, seatbelt safety, poison control information and much more. The volunteers 
donate several hundred manpower hours each year at the schools giving the children the most 
up to date information. 
 

We also held our annual open house at Halloween time, giving families a safe place to bring 
their children trick-or-treating. The children were all able to do arts and crafts, received bags full 
of safety information and special handouts like rescue helmets. In addition, candy and apples 
were given out. The children received tours of the rescue apparatus and more than 1,000 
people attended this year at no cost to attend. The rescue does fundraisers to buy the needed 
materials. 
 

Community Commitment  
Volunteers donate over 2,600 manpower hours each year standing by at sporting events and 
community events. Every soccer game throughout the fall, the rescue and EMTôs stand by to 
ensure the children are safe. We have also stood by at football, baseball, softball, karate, 
wrestling, recreation events and more. The volunteers do it to keep the children and adults safe 
and receive no compensation. This also allows the ambulances to respond to calls throughout 
the town much faster.

The volunteers also conduct free blood pressure and blood glucose clinics. Throughout town 
events, the volunteers set up a table and residents stop in. We also receive several requests 
from residents to take their blood pressures daily saving them trips to their doctors and the 
volunteers will go to the patientôs house to do this. 
 
Rescue volunteers also stand by at the weekly ice races held on Northeast Pond and the 
weekly mud races throughout the summer in East Lebanon. Again, they do this to keep the 
spectators safe and do not receive compensation for their work. Again, the ambulances are 
manned with volunteers and ready to roll to any call in Lebanon, saving valuable time from 
driving to the station to get the ambulances. 
 
Fundraising to Help the Community 
After a young boy was riding his bicycle and had a four-wheeler run him over, the rescue 
chipped in to buy him a new bicycle and helmet. The child after being airlifted to the hospital 
made a full recovery and came to the station to meet those members who helped him on July 
4th. He was extremely grateful!! 
 
The rescue also helped collect food for the local Lebanon Food Pantry who needed food. We 
held our annual open house and asked people to bring a can to help their neighbors out. We 
also purchased some food with fundraiser money and were able to help them out. During the 
holidays, the rescue helped more than 2 dozen families with clothes and toys to have a better 
Christmas. Thousands of dollarsô worth of toys was distributed and lots of clothes and shoes 
donated to families who had a need, all thanks to the volunteers. 
 
We also held a very successful dinner for the Rousseau Family, and between the donations that 
night and donations on-line, we gave the family over $2,600!! 
 
We have also helped a child in town battling cancer, already helping to raise over $2,000 for the family! 

 
Increase in Calls 
We have seen over a 250% increase in call volume since 2000, mostly due to the age of the 
population and a growth boom. The national trend is that calls for emergency medical services 
have skyrocketed due to a national healthcare crisis. With more and more people out of work 
and having no insurance, people are staying home and we have seen a 31% increase in 
request for advanced life support calls then when the department started transporting patients in 
2002. The department has seen an increase of over 900% since its founding in 1981. We also 
respond to assist neighboring communities a lot as we have been very successful gathering a 
crew for every call. 
 
We work in cooperation with the Fire Department on a lot of projects, including our community 
education department. We work very well with our neighboring communities. We often are 
called to neighboring towns because we have been so successful with recruitment and retention 
of members.  
 
Transparency 
The rescue chief has one thing that she tells her officers, make sure whatever we do is in the 
best interest of the patient, the department and the town. Chief Samantha Cole has made it a 
priority to make the department as transparent as possible. She has asked that minutes of every 
meeting are taken and sent out to the same people. All financial statements of the rescue 
corporation, which is a private corporation that fundraises for the rescue, are published and all 
donations listed. Chief Cole also does a monthly chiefs report. Anytime any has a question on 
expenditures or revenue, the Chief is quick to get whatever information is requested, as she 
wants our department to be 100% transparent. 
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No Taxpayer Money Needed 
For the past several years, the department has been self-funded. The department bills patients 
insurance for services and that money goes towards the next fiscal yearôs budget. Also 
donations are used to buy life- saving equipment for the community. The rescue has been able 
to buy two ambulances; two cardiac monitors and a new auto-pulse CPR board to help save 
lives all thru donations and revenue. For the past several years, the residents have had to pay 
nothing towards the operation and upkeep of the department. They do pay a small amount for 
insurance that is within a town-wide group of insurances, which is about $1,500 a year. The 
department brings in the revenue and then budgets according to the revenue brought in during 
that fiscal year to be utilized for the next fiscal year.  Last year, the voters overwhelmingly 
supported the rescue to be able to expend the revenue and donations they receive. We have 
stayed under budget and have been able to pay for the new ambulance that went into service at 
the beginning of 2011. 
 
Grants 
Our operating budget has averaged $74,500 for the past few years. Our community is 90% 
residential and 10% business, so our taxpayers have concerns about raising any budgets. Our 
town has voted out services to try to cut taxes even further, so trying to raise enough money to 
purchase new equipment is nearly impossible. They have voted to close the police department 
permanently, voted out the ambulance service for 6 months and closed town hall to save 
money. We have been strapped due to the sharp increases in oil and fuel prices. So thanks to 
the rescue chief, we have been very successful to obtain grants to help get the equipment we 
desperately need and not cost the taxpayers any money. Some of the grants we have received 
include: 

¶ Stephen and Tabitha King Foundation - Grant for $5,000 for a new cardiac monitor. 
¶ Community CPR Grant - Frisbie Hospital - $2,500  
¶ Homeland Security Money with EMA and Fire, including 6 new AED's, a security system 

for the station and more, around $75,000.  
¶ Assistance to Firefighters Grant - 2005 - First Round Selection for nearly $30,000 for 

new safety gear for our members.  
¶ A Rural AED grant for one additional AED, about $1,500.  
¶ A 2008 Polaris 6x6 Off Road Rescue Utility Vehicle - July 2007 - Around $15,000  
¶ A 2007 Assistance to Firefighters Grant - Nearly $30,000 for safety gear and EMS 

wellness grant - 9/5/2007 
¶ A Community CPR Grant in which about 50 people were trained for free 1/2009 thanks 

to the Maine Commission for Community Service in honor of Martin Luther King Jr. 
¶ A Brand New First Response Vehicle - 2009 Ford Expedition donated by the Stephen 

and Tabitha King Foundation in late 2009. 
¶ Two technology grants to add needed computer equipment on the ambulances for the 

state mandated paperless reporting. 

Volunteer Retention and Appreciation 
The Chief has made it a point to go out of her way to recognize the work of every volunteer. 
Every volunteer receives recognition at the annual holiday party, which is a dinner where family 
and rescue members come to be celebrated. Chief Cole has been able to get over $2,000 worth 
of gift certificates and donations from area businesses to hand out as thank you gifts for our last 
party, again ï itôs all donated and no cost to the taxpayer. We hold a summer appreciation BBQ 
at a local campground where the rescue members and their families get to attend the BBQ and 
then use the waterslides, pools, golf, etc. This is all done through fundraising as well. The Chief 
recognizes the work of the volunteers all the time and has retained all of the members, except a 
few that have moved away. The morale of the department is always high and everyone seems 
to really love helping their community.  
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Patient Satisfaction 
Our dedicated volunteers are very fortunate to have the support of our great community. The 
rescue chief sends out patient surveys to every patient transported by the ambulance to try to 
solicit any feedback that she can. In the 9 years the ambulance service has been in operation, 
we have received all very positive feedback. There have been some really great suggestions, in 
which the rescue chief took their ideas and implemented them. Besides obtaining information on 
how we may be able to tweak something we do, the surveys provide a very valuable thing. 
These surveys are used to praise the volunteers for their work. Most of the surveys have 
handwritten notes on them thanking the members. We also receive about 200 cards a year from 
residents thanking the members for their work. Besides these, we receive many emails and 
phone calls just thanking the volunteers for their incredible job. 
 

Using Technology 
The rescue department has had a very active website for 11 years. We have had over 150,000 
visitors to the departmentôs website. Two years ago, the Chief realized that the former website 
was no longer adequate and was able to change with little cost to a brand new, state of the art 
website maintained by volunteers on the department. Every month, there are over 1,500 unique 
IP hits to the website and over 10,000 visits to the site.  
 

In November of 2009, we added a new Facebook site, which has been a huge success. We 
have over 1650 ñfriendsò who follow the department, which has increased from just 450 last 
year! We regularly post weather statements, traffic advisories and community events on the site 
and have had very positive feedback. The site also has over 1,000 pictures from various events 
and we have an additional 1,000 from the history of the department to add. 
 

The Chief has designated a public information officer who does press releases on all major 
incidents and all accidents that result in injuries. The department has an excellent working 
relationship with the local press. Press releases are often sent from the command vehicle at the 
scene so road closures, delays, etc. are sent very quickly to residents. We also do important 
press releases on carbon monoxide, stroke safety, and other community interest events. 
 

Big Storms! 
With all the storms and flooding, the rescue volunteers checked over 700 houses in town and 
over 700 manpower hours during the approximate 1 week of no power and during flooding 
concerns. They helped deliver water and food to people. They used the current emergency 
response vehicle to help evacuate citizens to the shelter. We developed a link on the website 
where residents out of state could contact us to do well being checks on loved ones in the town, 
and this worked great since phone lines were down everywhere. We had requests from as far 
away as Florida and helped them have peace of mind that their loved ones were ok. We even 
helped deliver hay to horses that had run out and assisted several town and local agencies. The 
chief did nightly reports updating power outage situations, manpower status reports and more. 
The final report is posted on the Lebanon Rescue website and shows the very dedicated work 
by the volunteers. 
 
Always Trying to Find Ways to Improve Services 
Besides the surveys sent to each patient transported, the rescue chief is always trying to find 
ways to improve emergency medical services in the community. Through donations and grants, 
the department has been very successful in obtaining state of the art emergency equipment. We 
have an oxygen warmer used for patients exposed to the cold donated by a resident, and we 
are one of the only communities in the State to be fortunate to have this. We have cardiac 
monitoring equipment and other equipment received through donation that allows us to be at the 
forefront of emergency medical services, all at no cost to the residents. We have received a first 
response vehicle donated through a grant that is used daily and helps hundreds of patients 
each year. We also have an off road rescue vehicle also received completely through donations.
