The subscription money has been used to purchase a first
response vehicle that has responded to over 1000 calls, a cardiac monitor and defibrillator with full advanced
life support equipment that we use almost daily and a new Auto-Pulse CPR Board that helps revive patients by
doing chest compressions during cardiac arrest. These items have all been purchased through donations in the
annual ambulance subscription program. By making a donation, you are helping the hundreds of patients that
utilize the service each year, possibly your own family members.
