Important Tax Information — Information to Save Money!!

Residents who have lived in the State of Maine for over 12 months and own their home are eligible for a program
called Maine Homestead exemption program. The residence must be your primary residence and you cannot
claim the exemption anywhere else. The current year exemption is $9,100, which means you would save about
$116.00 a year on your taxes. Once you fill the form out, you do not need to re-apply. There are also Veteran’s

exemptions. Please contact the Town Hall for more information. The deadline is April 1** and the form must be

turned in by this date!

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Selectmen continue to cut costs at
Transfer Station

The Lebanon Board of Selectmen have worked for the past 18 months on ways we can reduce costs at the Transfer Station
while still offering the best possible services to the residents. It appears that work has paid off. The Selectmen are about to
finalize a new solid waste and recycling contract that will reduce costs at the transfer station by about 13% or just over
$45,000! While most towns costs for solid waste are going up, we have worked extra hard to negotiate a great contract and
increase recycling in town. The Selectmen would like to thank the Transfer Station workers who have done a lot to
decrease costs and increase revenue. We will be sending out more information on new “Single Sort Recycling” program

that will help the town save money and be easier for residents to recycle by throwing all of their recyclables in one place!

The Transfer Station Budget is down about 16% over the past few years!!!
